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ǒ Connect the cable to the power supply. 

 
ǒ Check that the "Power" LED is lit (steady green light). 
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ǒ Wait for the GSM LED to flash; if the LED does not flash after a few minutes, see 
the GSM Antenna chapter. 

 
ǒ Check that the Box appears on the console: the presence indicator of the Box 

changes from red to green. 
ǒ If the Box appears on the console, it is functional; you can go to the connection step 

of the Box to the equipment and/or the network of the building. 
ǒ If the Box does not appear on the console, see the GSM Antenna chapter. 
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ǒ Connect the cable to the Ethernet port of the Box ETH1 or ETH2. 

 
ǒ Connect the Box to the switch (IP network) on which the supervision PC/BMS 

server is connected. 
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ǒ Connect this gateway to the USB port 1 or 2 of the Box. 

 
ǒ Connect also this gateway to the LON FT10 network. 

 

Information to get in preparation for the configuration: 

ǒ Write down the Neuron-ID, brand and model of the equipment, and any identifying 
information. This information will be necessary for the installation configuration and 
to retrieve data. 

ǒ If you have the NL220 software, export the LON database as an archive file or as 
an NLC file. 
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ǒ Connect the other end of the cable to the equipment. 
ǒ Verify that the ETH1 or ETH2 LED lights up. 

 

To connect 2 devices 

ǒ Make sure to have 2 Ethernet cables. 
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To connect the equipment: 

ǒ Caution: Do not group together devices with different communication parameters on 
the same Bus. 
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ǒ Verify that the LED ETH1 or ETH2 lights up. 

 

To connect 2 or more devices 

ǒ Make sure to have an Ethernet cable for the Box. 
ǒ Make sure to have as many Ethernet cables as equipment to connect. 
ǒ Make sure to have an Ethernet switch. 
ǒ Connect the power supply to the switch. 
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ǒ Connect an Ethernet cable to the Ethernet port ETH1 or ETH2 of the Box. 

 
ǒ Connect the other end of this cable to the Ethernet switch. 
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ǒ Connect the other end of the cable to the IP-852 server of the LON network. 
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ǒ If the signal quality is still insufficient: use a High-gain antenna with a maximum of 
10 meters of cable; this antenna can for example be used outside or in other floors 
to obtain the best signal quality. 

For each sensor: 

ǒ Add the sensor to the user console (available at https://console.wattsense.com) by 
naming it to be identifiable. 

ǒ Send the configuration to the Box. 
ǒ Activate the sensor; to do this, use the manufacturerôs technical documentation. 
ǒ Check on the user console that the sensor is detected.
